I. CATALOG DISCRIPTION

This is a four-hour credit course that will meet once a week. On Mondays you will be provided instruction and assignments will be posted on the Lab page. These courses will be conducted mostly in Spanish, since practice is essential in order to acquire the language. Although you are not expected to understand every word, through repeated exposure, study, and practice you will find your understanding of the language will increase as the semester progresses.  So relax, and make every effort to use only Spanish in the classroom.

II. REQUIRED BACKGROUND/ PREREQUISITES

All students enrolled in Spanish 1412 must have passed the writing section of the THEA test or its equivalent, and have taken and passed Spanish 1411.

V. COURSE CONTENT AND OBJECTIVES

This is a beginning course designed for students who have no prior knowledge of Spanish.  At the end of this course the successful student:

· will be able to use Spanish to negotiate meaning in basic contexts.

· will be able to interact with basic Spanish.

· will have attained awareness of and sensitivity to language in general.

· will have attained understanding of some of the significant social, cultural, historical, and political aspects of Spanish speaking communities.

ORAL INTERVIEW

Throughout the semester each student will have a short conversation in Spanish with the instructor covering the communicative functions practiced in class.  Orals will be graded on information conveyed, vocabulary, grammar, pronunciation, and fluency.

IN-CLASS TASKS

There will be in-class tasks during the semester. They may or may not be announced, and could be quizzes, or other activities that cover grammar, vocabulary, culture, etc., (any material pertaining to the chapter being studied). No make-ups on in-class tasks for unauthorized absences will be allowed.  Your instructor will announce when you will have a task.

EXAMS

There will be four exams during the semester and one final exam on-line. Number of exams may be subject to change depending on outside factors.

MAKE-UPS

Only those individuals whose absences are authorized by the instructor will be eligible to take make-ups over the material missed.  If you know ahead of time you are going to be absent, please tell the instructor in order to work something out. If you miss a test, a doctor’s note will be required for you, your child, spouse, parent, or grandparent, etc.  If you are gone to a funeral, documentation should be provided; an example would be the funeral program. The only reason you should miss a test is because it is truly an emergency. 

Lab

Lab is a graded (20%) component of the course, and will give you further opportunity to put into practice the topics introduced in your regular class section.  LAB ASSIGNMENTS WILL BE GIVEN IN CLASS. You are required to do lab work every week and participate actively any failure to do so will result in the loss of credit.  In the event that you have a valid excuse for an absence (according to Ranger College policy), you must notify your lab instructor within three days of your absence by e-mail.  You must show documentation of your absence to your lab instructor when you return to lab class.  It is the student’s responsibility to take care of this and to know this policy.  It is not the lab instructor’s responsibility to ask why you were not in lab or to ask you to show documentation explaining your absence.

ATTENDENCE

Attendance will be fully enforced.  If you are absent more than three times in a semester you will be dropped from the class. IF YOU DECIDE TO STOP ATTENDING, IT IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY TO DROP THE CLASS BEFORE THE LAST DROP DATE. IF I DROP YOU, YOU WILL RECEIVE AN F. It is imperative that you be present in class to learn a new language.
