   VI.
MAKE-UP EXAMINATIONS

All weekly tests are to be taken in theory class time periods.  Students must make up test upon re-entering the FIRST day of class after the absence.  One make-up test only; others will be graded as “0".  Semester final practical examinations will be made up at the instructor’s discretion and convenience.

VII. ATTENDANCE REQUIREMENTS

(See Cosmetology Handbook)

The High School Cosmetology Course is a two (2) year program. During the two year program the student is required to acquire the necessary 1000 clock hours and 500 high school academic hours that are required by TDLR.  The student must have completed 530+ hours of instruction the 1st year and have a 70% or higher average for the two semesters to considered for the 2nd
Year program. In the 2nd year, the remaining hours must be completed by May 1st totaling 1000 hours and have completed 500 academic hours along with the practical application requirements required by the TDLR. 

Daily Attendance is very important. Consequence: Each day missed 20 points will be deducted from the daily grade.

Tardies will not be tolerated. Consequence: For each tardy 10 points will be deducted form daily grade. Three tardies in one week will result in referral to principal of the High School attended. 

Saturday classes are mandatory attendance. Students receive hours and experience working with the public. This is a good time to build up your hours for any absence you might have or will have. Consequence: They count as 2 test grades. Two zeros (0) exam grades will result if student is absent.

Illness: A Dr’s note to return to Cosmetology Class is needed to excuse the absence.

Funeral: A bulletin from the funeral will be needed to excuse the absence. 

Your school will be called any day that you are absent.
Uniform must be worn daily. Consequence: 20 points will be deducted from daily grade if not worn and student will not be allowed to clock in and will remain in class and work that day.
