COURSE/CLASSROOM POLICIES

1.

VIII.
ASSESSMENT

1.  Students will complete short-essay quizzes during class to demonstrate their knowledge of the material covered.  These quizzes will be announced in advance. 


50 points each

2.  Students will read one short story each week and write a 400-word response, providing an analysis of the story.  These stories, which will be posted online, are the works of diverse, international authors and provide the students with a global perspective on the human condition.  Students will write 12 to 14 of these responses throughout the semester.


100 points each

3.  Students will take two short-essay exams, a mid-term and a final, detailing the information covered in that half of the course.

150 points each

4.  Students will write a final paper of approximately 1000 words, addressing a novel by an international author (not American, Canadian, or British).  The title will be approved by the instructor before mid-term, and will be followed by an outline that clearly states the student’s intended thesis.

Objective of Exams
Objective and short essay tests will determine the extent the student has read and grasped the major ideas in the assigned pieces of literature  (Course Objective 1).
Objective and short essay tests will be used to determine the extent to which the student comprehends the relationship between the literature of the past and the lives of the people of that time period (Course Objective 2).
Objective and short essay tests will show the extent to which the student knows the historical sequence of events and relates the literature of that time period to those events (Course 

Objective 3).
