B4:	Listening - The ability to analyze and interpret various forms of spoken communication, possess sufficient literacy skills of writing and reading-above a 12th-grade level.
B5:	Critical Thinking - The ability to apply both qualitative and quantitative skills analytically and creatively to subject matter to evaluate arguments and construct alternative strategies.

VII.	COURSE/CLASSROOM POLICIES

Participation: Please contribute to class discussions.  The college classroom should be a dynamic learning environment where people of different backgrounds exchange their personal perspectives with open minds, encouraging learning and enlightenment.  Those students who frequently “speak up” will receive full credit for classroom participation.

Quizzes: Quizzes will be given after each particular section studied in class, as shown below on the course schedule.  The quizzes will include objective and/or short essay-type questions to determine the extent the student has read and grasped the major ideas in the assigned pieces of literature (Course Objective 1).  At the end of the semester, the lowest quiz grade will be dropped and not count against the student’s final grade. 

Mid-Term and Final Exams:  The mid-term test and final exam are comprehensive (i.e., they cover all of the information studied up to that point).  They will be used to determine the extent to which the student comprehends the relationship between the literature of the past and the lives of the people of that time period (Course Objective 2), and they will show the extent to which the student knows the historical sequence of events and demonstrates the ability to relate the literature of that time period to those particular events (Course Objective 3).
